While Marco Polo was traveling in China he found some beautifully painted eggs that were filled with sweet smelling dried flowers (potpourri). He saved a few of these eggs and gave them to Max Millions wife Carlotta on his visit to Mexico. From these eggs the cascarones were   created. Instead of dried flowers the eggs were filled with small pieces of paper and given to children to play with during Easter and at various springtime celebrations such as street fairs and birthdays.
